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DuRide to Speak at National Transportation Conference
DuRide executive director Greg Orwoll will present a session about DuRide at the Community Transportation Association of America (CTAA) national convention on Wednesday, June 14 in Detroit. 
CTAA has 1,200 active members, and is based in Washington DC. Approximately 1,000 people are expected to attend.
Their mission states: 
“transportation is a basic human right. We work to ensure that all Americans, regardless of age, ability, geography or income, have access to safe, affordable and reliable transportation, helping communities and states with transportation for vulnerable populations because transportation means health, independence, and participation in community life.”
Orwoll’s session is entitled “Integrating Volunteer Drivers with Transit” where he will showcase DuRide as a model for transportation for senior citizens, using a non-profit, community supported, all-volunteer structure.
DuRide is being featured as a national model that can be emulated by other communities.
DuRide was founded in 2008 and provides door to door transportation for people 65 and older in Dubuque, Asbury and East Dubuque. 
A record 303 members are being served with an average of 1,100 rides a month. Rides are provided 365 days a year, including holidays and weekends. 
Volunteers use their own vehicles, and no special license, training or insurance is required. Volunteers decide literally on a daily basis if they can provide a ride or two. A typical ride takes about 20 minutes and is one-way.
